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Learners’ beliefs about error logs

This presentation investigates learners’ beliefs about error logs which combine uncoded, focused corrective
feedback for subject-verb agreement and singular/plural noun ending errors. This was a longitudinal,
qualitative study of 48 university English majors enrolled in a second-year, semester-long academic writing
course in Japan. Students submitted three essays over the course of the semester and were tasked with
completing an error log based on any subject-verb agreement or singular/plural inaccuracies in their second
drafts. At the end of the semester, students wrote a reflection in which they gave their views concerning
various aspects of the error logs. Overall, students held positive beliefs about using error logs.
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
