#E | 1A life in language assessment

My career as a full-time EFL teacher will soon end after 41 years in the
profession. For the whole of that time I have been involved closely in the
creation and validation of a variety of English language tests. During this talk,
I will share the experiences I've had during this time and relate them to some
of the significant developments in theory and practice that have taken place in
the field. I’'ll conclude with a few reflections on the future of testing in the
Japanese context.

John Shillaw began his teaching career in Hong Kong working for the British

University, Institute for Innovative Global Education (IIGE). She has a Ph.D.
from the University of Hawai'i at Manoa, specializing in Japanese linguistics,
foreign language education, and conversation analysis. Her interests in the
international education field are internationalization at home, constructing

active learning programs collaborating with universities overseas.
